Summary: 

This 12-month collaborative project between The British University in Egypt (BUE) and 
Birmingham City University (BCU) is funded by the British Council’s UK–Egypt 
Transnational Education (TNE) Grant 7–24. The project aims to modernize 
construction engineering education in Egypt by embedding advanced digital 
technologies—including Building Information Modelling (BIM), Artificial Intelligence, 
Big Data Analytics, Digital Twins, and the Internet of Things—into academic and 
professional training programmes. 

 

Objectives: 
 

The project seeks to enhance employability and institutional capacity through joint 
curriculum design, professional training, student and staff exchange, and industry-
focused activities. It also aims to develop Egypt’s first comprehensive Digital 
Construction Professional Certificate (DigiCon), equipping engineers and managers 
with the skills needed to lead digital transformation in the construction sector.
