COP30 Simulation Conference on the campus of The
British University in Egypt. Around 150 students from
across the world are invited to Egypt, to simulate country
delegates, chief negotiators, and non-state actors.
Discuss and vote on their research-based resolutions.
Selected students are invited for a six-day stay in Egypt.

The COP30 Simulation declaration. The youth-voted
resolutions are presented in the published declaration
which is then presented at the actual COP30.

COP30 participation: Around 20 students are selected to
present their outcomes and voted climate solutions at
the actual COP30 blue and green zones sessions.
